5 tips for a great
first-time camp

experience

1.  V isit camp  before summer.  See the
other side for a list of times to visit Killoqua.

2.  Choose the best session  for your needs
and interests.  We have both day and resident
camp sessions.  Day camp has weekly themes
to choose from, and resident camp offers
general and specialty camps (archery,
horses, etc.).  Involve your child in making the
decision, and he or she will feel even more
comfortable being at camp.

3.  Pr epar e to gether .  Discuss what camp
will be like before your child leaves. Consider
role-playing anticipated situations, such as
using a flashlight to find the bathroom.

4.  Consider taking a b ud dy !  Campers are
allowed to bring one friend, who is the same
age and in the same program.

5.  If your child is attending overnight camp, be
sure to send mail .  Kids love to get cards
and letters.  You can even send e-mail mes-
sages in through the camp website.

Da y Camp or R esident Camp?

We’ve got choices!  Some first-time campers start off with day
camp, which allows them to go home each day, Monday-Friday.
Other campers want to stay overnight for the week, starting
Sunday afternoon.

These sample schedules give an idea of the flow of each day.
Each group of campers plans their week, so activities vary by
what the kids choose!  General camp activities include crafts,
boating, hikes, swimming, games, songs and much more!

Re gistr ation & F ees
Registration is easy online or from our color brochure (see below).  Only a deposit is required to hold your
place: $75/resident camp; $50/day camp.  Camp Fire club members can apply candy currency to camp
fees. Financial assistance may be available to those who qualify - contact a registrar for an application.

10:00-12:00 Activities - includes activities relating to the

theme of the week
12:00-1:00 Sack lunch & quiet time.  Once each week,

campers get to do a cookout lunch
1:00-3:00 Activities - see above.  Campers also have a

daily snack, each morning or afternoon
3:00-4:00 Wrap up day - gather belongings, clean up,

do a closing activity
4:00-5:30 Extended hours - depart during this time

7:00 Wake Up!
7:45 Flag ceremony at meadow
8:00 Breakfast at lodge
9:00-10:00 Groups return to cabins to clean up and get

ready for the day
10:00-12:30 Activities
12:30 Lunch (Groups do cookout meals, too!)
1:30-3:00 Rest Hour - read, write letters, play quiet

games
3:00-5:00 Activities
5:45 Flag ceremony
6:00 Dinner
7:00 Activities, then ...

Embers - Reflective activity to close the day
Bedtime - Counselors help kids get ready &
settle them in for the night with stories, songs
and other calming activities.
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
